1. To determine if students can return to campus, we are recommended to ensure that at least 72 hours have passed since symptoms were resolved in order to account for possible false negative test results and undiagnosed
COVID-19 cases. (Based on the Japan Society for Occupational Health guidelines)

2. Your fever subsides without the use of fever-reducing medications, and respiratory conditions are improving. (Ministry of Health, Labor and Welfare)

3. Ifyou live with a Close Contact, you must stay away from campus until 72 hours have passed since your symptoms were resolved and the Close Contact’s self-isolation period has ended.

The Ministry of Health, Labor and Welfare recommends that Close Contacts self-isolate for 5 days after the last exposure to the COVID-19 patient (or after the start of self-isolation at home if they live
with the patient) (the start day is counted as Day 0). However, if there are any specific instructions from the employer or school of the Close Contact, you can prioritize them over the recommendation.
