Guidelines for Classes Held in AY 2020 2Q and Summer Period

This is to inform you that Tokyo Tech has adopted guidelines regarding classes held in 2Q
and the summer period as described below.

COVID-19 has forced Tokyo Tech to reschedule its academic calendar, and we are now in
the middle of 1Q, which began on May 4. Students are expected to prepare for the next

quarter onward while continuing their studies and completing the reminder of 1Q.

[Main ideas]

After the Japanese government lifted the nationwide state of emergency on May 25, society

is gradually returning to normal. However, we still face uncertainty surrounding the COVID-

19 pandemic — the spread of the disease has yet to be contained, and there are concerns

over a second wave of infections.

As such, Tokyo Tech places the highest priority on the health and safety of students, faculty,

and staff, and has developed guidelines regarding 2Q and summer-period classes that

include:

e Taking necessary measures to reduce the risk of infection for students (e.g., class
scheduling that enables students to avoid the “Three Cs” (closed spaces; crowded
spaces; close-contact settings) when commuting to campus or attending classes)

e Ensuring a safe learning environment (securing safety if there is a resurgence of
infections, facilitating settings that help reduce the stress of switching from face-to-face
to remote classes, etc.)

e Ensuring that individual study plans are successfully implemented (e.g., avoiding

changes to course timetables as much as possible)

Please understand that in light of the rapidly changing situation, the guidelines will be

reviewed and updated when necessary.

1. Key points
O Classes will continue to be conducted online throughout 2Q (June 22—August 8), and thus
students must participate in classes remotely. Apart from exceptional cases (see section

4), students may not come to campuses.



O In principle, courses involving experiments, group work, and other activities requiring
presence on campus will be conducted during the summer period.

Cancellation of these classes may be inevitable, depending on how the situation develops in
the Tokyo metropolitan area and Japan as a whole. Any cancellations will be announced by

mid-July.

O Timetables for 2Q and the summer period will be made available on the Tokyo Tech

website early June.

2. Classes held in 2Q
O The second quarter runs for seven weeks starting from Monday, June 22 to Saturday,
August 8, 2020. There will be no quarter-end exams and makeup classes for 2Q.

For classes held on July 23 and 24 (national holidays), follow course instructors’ directions.

O In principle, students will participate in livestreamed classes in 2Q. If you experience
problems such as network connection issues, please contact the course instructor and follow
their directions.

Note: Classes for 2Q will be conducted in a way that does not require students to visit

campuses.

O Students may be required to attend online lectures in 2Q in preparation for experiments,
training, or exercises that will be held during the summer period. This is to reduce student

numbers on campus. Please check your course timetables regularly.

3. Classes held in the summer period

O Classes will be held on Mondays, Tuesdays, Thursday, and Fridays between August 11
and September 19. There may be cases where classes are scheduled for Wednesdays and
Saturdays. Due to entrance exams for graduate programs, there will be no classes between

August 13 and 18. Please check the latest timetables.

O In principle, courses involving experiments, group work, and other activities requiring

presence on campus will be conducted during the summer period.

O There may be cases where the number of course enrollees is limited to help reduce the

risk of infection.



O Students currently studying remotely from their hometown or home country are required
to check timetables for classes held in the summer period, as well as information about
restrictions/conditions on course registration (see above), in order to plan their return to
campus.

As there may be changes to the guidelines, ensure that you keep up to date with the latest

information from Tokyo Tech.

O When visiting campuses and attending classes, observe the following:

Do not come to campus if you have a fever or cold-like symptoms

Wash and sanitize your hands before and after classes

Maintain social distance in classrooms (Seating and spacing may be suggested by
course instructors.)

Wear a face mask*

Maintain a “new lifestyle™ outside the class to minimize infection risk

4. Research activities necessary for independent research projects, thesis work, and
doctoral studies

Students may be allowed to come to campus during 2Q to attend research supervision
sessions. (There is a maximum number of days that you may enter the campus.) Please
consult your academic supervisor for details and follow their instructions.

When you are asked by your academic supervisor to come to campus for a supervision
session, you may prefer to stay at home to avoid the risk of infection. (Avoiding rush hour
trains might be a good option.) In this case, you are advised to consult your supervisor for
alternative measures, etc., so that you are able to maintain progress toward graduation or

completion of your degree program.
